. CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS TOURNAMENT WILL BE AS FOLLOWS:

Bantams 8 years old & under 150 base average
Preps 9 years old thru 11 years old 180 base average
Juniors 12 years old thru 14 years old 200 base average
Major/Sr Hdcp Girls - no maxium average; Boys average 210 & under
Major/Sr Hdcp & Open Scratch 15 years old thru 19 years old 210 base average

or a 9th-, 10th, 11th-, or 12th-grade student and those
out of high school but under 20 years old.

. All 2011-12 certified Greater Buffalo USBC youth league bowlers, who have not reached their 20" birthday

by 8/1/11, shall be eligible unless under suspension or in violation of USBC rules.

Tournament is a 3-game singles event. The top 8 bowlers in the Junior and Major/Sr. Divisions will roll off to
determine the scholarship winners. Scholarships are $125 (Junior Division) and $250 (Major/Sr. and Open
Scratch Divisions).

Handicap will be based on 100% of the difference between the entering average and the base listed in Rule #1
above.

Bowlers may BOWL ONLY IN THE ONE DIVISION they qualify for by age, gender, and average.

Pre-paid entries and reservations close on February 10, 2012. Walk-ins and re-entries ($13 & $21) will be
allowed based on lane availability, but will NOT be accepted after the start of the last squad.

. Award fees will be returned 100%. NO CASH OR MERCHANDISE AWARDS will be given. Scholarship

awards will be given in the Junior, and Major/Sr. Divisions only, and only to the 1% Place winner in the finals.
One award will be given for every 8 entries in all divisions.

. Average Rule: Bowlers must use their highest 2010-11 USBC certified average unless their current season

average as of 1/16/12 is 10 or more pins higher (minimum of 21 games), or they do not have a 2010-11
certified average. Bowlers without a verifiable average will be classified as scratch bowlers and use average
base in the division they qualify for by age and gender. Copy of individual average sheet must accompany
entry. USBC Rules 319 B - F are waived.

Check-in time is one-half (1/2) hour before assigned squad time.

Tardy bowlers shall begin with the frame bowlers are in when they arrive and will receive zero pins for frames
missed.

No vacancy scores are permitted.
Suitable attire must be worn.

No coaching and no refreshments are allowed in bowlers' area. No smoking, betting, or foul language by the
participants will be allowed. Only bowlers and Tournament Officials are allowed in playing area.

If any division has less than 8 entries, the male and female divisions may be combined.

All other rules and regulations of USBC Youth Division will be abided by during this tournament.

In the event of a tie, duplicate awards will be given to Bantam and Prep Divisions. In the Junior and Major/Sr.
Divisions, if the tie affects the scholarship award, a two-frame roll off will be held. In the handicap divisions,

1/10 of a bowler's handicap will be added to each roll-off frame to determine a winner. In the Scratch
Division, a two-frame roll off will be held with an additional one-frame roll off until the tie is broken.
